The Federal Government’s Canada Student Loan program is administered by and in conjunction with provincial governments.  Only one application form is needed to be considered for both federal and provincial loans.  BC residents will apply to the BC Student Assistance Program (BCSAP), administered by the Ministry of Education.  Canada Student Loan will pay approximately 50% of an average student’s costs for 8 months of study

and a BC Student Loan approximately 33%.
